e Category 1: Grades 4-6
e Category 2: Grades 7-8

RULES

e Posters are to measure between 18 to 24 inches by 24 to 30 inches.

e Standard poster-board is recommended.

o Posters must be original designs created by the student and illustrate the messages rather than write them.
e Complete the attached Submission Form and attach it to the back of each poster submitted.
